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Friends in Christ:
The season of Easter arrives, the days grow warmer and longer, the new life of spring is all around us this month.
And yet...(there’s always an “and yet.”)

We continue to see so many signs of “old life,” so much that still chills our souls. Political rallies become occasions
of fist fights when those with different opinions or of another race are no longer fellow citizens but strangers. War in
the Middle East, drug cartels in Central America make refugees of many and their suffering is only compounded
when other nations cannot see the common humanity in the strangers at their borders. Terrorists bomb the airport and
subway in Brussels because their shadowed minds see only strangers in every face, Christian, Jewish, or Muslim,
making life worse for all in their twisted quest for power.

You can probably add new examples that have shown up since I wrote this.

Even so, Easter comes to us as a dawning, as the start of God’s new creation. It is the time when our eyes are
opened; it is a time when, with clear sight, we begin to see new possibilities.

So I’m thankful for a small incident in Germany last month, an indication that the light shines in the darkness, that
something new can still happen. A week before the Brussels bombing, there was what one reporter called “an en-
counter of hope” in Germany. It began when the right-wing politican, Stefan Jagsch, known for his anti-refugee
stance, crashed his car into a tree and was knocked unconscious. Two Syrian refugees were in a bus that passed the
scene of the accident. They pulled Jagsch from the car, performed first aid, and waited with him until an ambulance
arrived. Even the leader of the fiercely anti-immigrant National Democratic Party thanked the refugees for what he
called “their very good, human actions.”

The light of Easter continues to slowly dawn—often in unexpected ways, in unexpected places. We need to remem-
ber such times and give thanks.

We are called to be the living, bringing resurrection light, among those who still insist on the racial hatred that con-
tinues to fuel much of the discourse in this election year.

We are called to be the living, bringing resurrection light, among those who want to continue the history of shame
and hatred and fear inflicted on people because of their sexual orientation or gender identity.

We are called to be the living, bringing resurrection light, among those who call for the exclusion of people, or as we
heard this past week, the policing of people in our nation, simply because of their religious beliefs.

We are called to be the living, bringing resurrection light, among those who continue to exploit the poor of this na-
tion, this world, who continue to exploit our increasingly fragile home, this earth.

We are called to be the living among the dead, announcing by both our words and our actions that God is doing a
new thing, that God is bringing about a new creation, bringing joy, bringing peace.

OUR CHILDREN'’S LIBRARY
"The Sheep Go On Strike”

By Jean-Francois Dumont

While we spend much of this year amid political spite and turmoil, this book reminds us that we accom-
plish more when we work together. The importance of compromise is a lesson that is easily forgotten.

The first review is by 5 year old Raif:

“The sheep didn’t want to be sheared, and when the sheepdog tried to get the sheep to do what they were
supposed to, they almost ran him over. Then all the animals took sides with either the dogs or the sheep.
Then there was chaos. Finally, when the sheep were getting sheared, they heard quite strange noises. And
then, in the morning the sheep had a surprise!

I didn’t like how this book talked about throwing insults, and it’s quite violent. A lot of the animals are
really angry. But I like the way they came up with a good solution and stop being angry. I like how the au-
thor wrote this book. It was an interesting story and it tells me to never tell other people to join me and fight
someone else; it tells you to be kinder and work out the problem. Because if you don’t, your future might
be that your son is going to be in a war. The sheep had funny faces and the last picture is my favorite, but |
won’t tell you what it is, because that would spoil the surprise; you will have to read it yourself to find
out!”—San Francisco Book Review

““Why are we always the ones who get sheared?’ demands Ernest, the Trotsky of the assembled sheep.
Why not cat-hair sweaters or donkey-hair britches? Well, readers will think of plenty of reasons, but that
won’t stop Ernest. Who freezes come October? Who then must get shots for their colds? On strike! Shut the
shearers down! Agog, Dumont’s other finely etched, autumnal-colored farmyard creatures see Ernest’s
point. Ralph, the sheepdog, tries a sheepdog’s time-honored trick—he nips a sheep—but they rally and
stampede him, ‘hollering about police brutality.” Sides are taken; the sheep decide to march for their de-
mands. Around one corner, they meet a phalanx of dogs. The protestors engage, then retreat and rethink
their tactics. The idea of sharing gets batted about—an equitable distribu-

tion of labor, if not in so many words: ‘We give our eggs every morning,’

says one hen. ‘Not all of them, luckily, not all of them!” counters a fortu-

nate chick. Dumont’s lesson can run shallow or deep, but it is a winner ‘o
either way.” P
